O
akville has long been known as the 
place to be. It has just the right mix of

everything. A town in name and charac-
ter, but with access to services found in a larger
city. Far enough from Toronto, but still close
enough. Interconnected natural areas and fantas-
tic neighbourhoods. With such a combination
it’s no surprise that Oakville’s mayor has watched
the town become a preferred location for those
moving to the Greater Toronto Area (GTA).

“Whenever people are transferred into the
GTA, whether from across Canada or elsewhere
in the Province of Ontario, Oakville is the place
that more and more of their friends refer them
to,” says Oakville Mayor Ann Mulvale. “Oakville’s
harbours, trails and outstanding educational
opportunities, both public and independent, are
incredible catalysts.”

With such a positive reputation Oakville has
become the third wealthiest municipality in
Canada, making it a prime location to establish a
business dependent on people with high dispos-
able income levels. The average family income in
Oakville is $97,550 — about $18,000 more than
comparable figures in the GTA.

Enterprising merchant and shipbuilder William
Chisholm likely didn’t conceive of the future popu-
larity of the town he founded in 1827 when he 
purchased 960 acres of Crown Land at the mouth of
the Sixteen Mile Creek. Chisholm later established
Upper Canada’s first privately-owned harbour in
the town. It quickly became a busy centre for trade
between Hamilton, Toronto and foreign cities.

In 1834, Oakville was declared a Port of Entry
into Canada and William Chisholm served as its
first Customs Inspector. His eldest son, George
King Chisholm, became the town’s first mayor
after it was incorporated in 1857. In 1962, near-
by Trafalgar and Bronte townships were amal-
gamated to form the town’s current boundaries.

Today, 152,000 people call Oakville home and
projections are for a population of 231,800 by
2021. Residents enjoy all kinds of services and
amenities while still benefiting from a small-town
atmosphere. The downtown encompasses more
than 400 shops, services and restaurants, many of
them constructed with 19th-century shop fronts.
This small-town ambience is only one reason 1.4
million visitors come to Oakville every year, gen-
erating $88-million in tourism revenue.

They come for many of the same reasons that

residents stay. Arts and culture are generously
supported in Oakville. The Oakville Centre for
the Performing Arts features dance, music, the-
atre and comedy performances that bring the
faces of many renowned entertainers across its
stage. History buffs can visit Erchless Estate, once

home to Oakville’s founding Chisholm family.
Downtown hosts an annual Shakespeare play
produced by the Festival of Classics, and the ever
popular summer Jazz Festival.

Despite its urbanism, Oakville also maintains
ample recreational resources. More than 2,400

acres of park space combined with many groomed
hiking trails and two beautiful harbours with
docks and slips for power and sailboats all provide
outlets for recreational pursuits. The Waterfront
Festival draws those of all ages from around the
GTA for summer fun. Golfers enjoy seven courses
within Oakville borders, including PGA-recog-
nized Glenn Abbey — host to this year’s Bell
Canadian Open. Gairloch Gardens, where one of
Oakville’s art galleries is located, is blooming with
flowers and majestic trees in summer.

Oakville is located within the vicinity of
Conservation Halton and not far from the
Niagara Escarpment — a UNESCO biosphere
reserve that runs 800 kilometres from Niagara to
Tobermory. The environmental authority main-
tains a number of true wilderness areas, many of
them within a half hour drive of Oakville.
They’re brimming with hiking, biking, mountain
climbing and fishing opportunities.

With such a high quality of life, Oakville also
appeals to businesses seeking to set up shop.
More than 260 national and international com-
panies have their headquarters here. They cover
such sectors as automotive, pharmaceutical,
aerospace, technology, business service and
tourism. Ford Motor Company is Oakville’s
largest employer with 5,085 employees. Ford 
has operated its Canadian Head Office and 
Auto Assembly Plant in Oakville since 1953.
Gooderich Aerospace Canada Ltd., UPS Logistics
Group, General Electric Canada Inc., and 
TDL Group Ltd. (operators of Tim Hortons) 
are some of the town’s largest and best-known
employers.

Location is a key reason that businesses choose
Oakville. It’s half an hour from Toronto, an hour
from the U.S. border and in the middle of the pop-
ulation-heavy Greater Toronto Area (GTA). The
GTA is home to 15 per cent of Canada’s businesses
and 16 per cent of the country’s workforce.
Toronto’s Lester B. Pearson International Airport is
only a 30-minute drive away and is Canada’s largest
airport. A half hour to the west of Oakville, the
John C. Munro Hamilton International Airport is
Canada’s premier airport for freight and cargo air-
craft and a handy place to pick up an increasing
range of domestic and international flights.

With such a combination of the best of all
worlds, it’s easy to see why Oakville is increasingly
becoming a choice destination.

T
he Town of Oakville is keenly inter-  
ested in obtaining residents’ feedback

on their community. Its newest 
large-scale planning initiative is perhaps one of
its greatest efforts to gather this information.
Blueprint Oakville was launched in July of
2003 to increase community awareness and
encourage public participation in six major 
planning initiatives that will shape Oakville’s
future.

Mayor Ann Mulvale believes that mapping out
the future design of Oakville is crucial for the
community’s success. “To maintain a town’s
quality, you have to have a plan, not just any plan,
but the right plan,” says the Mayor. “The phasing
of the various reports in Blueprint Oakville are

laying the foundations for the evolving develop-
ment of our community that is required under
provincial guidelines.”

North Oakville Secondary Plan
A week-long North Oakville design “charrette”
held September, 2003 kicked off the public’s part
in Blueprint Oakville. (A charrette is a collabora-
tive planning process that calls on all interested
parties to support a buildable plan.) The charrette
allowed residents to discuss the creation of a
vision for North Oakville and plan its future
growth. Internationally renowned planner Andres
Duany of Miami, Florida-based Duany Plater-
Zyberk and Company in the U.S. and Elizabeth
Howson of Toronto, Ontario-based Macaulay

Shiomi Howson Ltd. led the public consultation
sessions addressing vital environmental, commer-
cial and residential development issues.

The meetings were held in the New Atrium at
the Town of Oakville Municipal Offices, while
the opening and closing presentations were held
in North Oakville at St. Volodymyr Cultural
Centre on Dundas Street West. More than 750
members of the community attended to ask
questions, voice concerns and collectively help
create a vision for North Oakville — the lands
north of Dundas and south of Highway 407.

“The charrette [was] thought-provoking, and
a real eye-opener for the Town,” said Peter
Cheatley, Director of Planning Services for the
Town of Oakville. “I anticipate a positive resolu-
tion to the debates regarding North Oakville, and
one that meets the needs of all stakeholders.”

Duany pointed out to participants that while it is
important to remember that the plan must respect
the environment, humans need to live in it too.“We
need to design for the human habitat,” said Duany.
“The idea is to create walkable neighbourhoods

T
he name Oakville, Ontario is well- 
known throughout Canada —

unusual for a municipality of less than
150,000 people. The Glen Abbey Golf Club is
arguably responsible for the town’s acclaim.

Canadian Open champions at Glen Abbey
include Nick Price, Bruce Lietzke, Curtis Strange,
Steve Jones, Hal Sutton and Mark O’Meara.

After its opening in 1976, Glen Abbey became
one of the highest ranking and most popular
courses in Canada. Tour players value its difficulty
with 7,112 yards, and slope 140 from the black tees.

Glen Abbey is also home to The ClubLink
Academy along with a spectacular clubhouse
facility including the Gallery Bistro & Grill and 
a variety of beautiful banquet, meeting and 
seminar rooms.

J
ust crossing the 100-year mark,
Ford Motor Company of Canada,
Ltd. is currently Oakville’s largest 

business and the Canadian arm of the
second largest automaker in the world. Naturally,
it’s a major player in the Oakville economy and
has been for 51 years.

In early May, 1953, the first four-door Ford
sedan rolled off the assembly line at Ontario’s
Oakville Assembly Plant. Built in a farm field in
what was then called Trafalgar Township, the
plant has produced more than 6,000,000 vehicles
since its first sedan.

The new building is
a stately glass- and metal-clad, 180,000-square-
foot tower constructed by Giffels Design/Build.
The building’s features were designed to address
the needs of employees and to better showcase
Ford products with a mainfloor product show-
room, video production studio, cafeteria, staff
training centre, a fitness centre and distance learn-
ing capabilities are all part of the new facility.

y summer 2006, Oakville will be

home to the Butterfly Park and
Winter Skateway in the Bronte

Heritage Waterfront Park.
The 3.5-acre outdoor butterfly park will be

designed to attract Canadian and migrating but-
terflies and to nurture them through all stages of
the life cycle. The park will feature a unique but-
terfly-shaped waterway that will become an ice
skateway in winter. Flower gardens will create the
butterfly wings on the water feature and water
fountains will represent the antennae. Workshops
at an indoor Butterfly Nature School will help
generate awareness of natural resources and the
importance of preserving the environment.

Since 2000, the Bronte Butterfly Foundation has
sold “Sail A Tall Ship” tickets for the popular lake-
side cruises on the Empire Sandy during the
Oakville Waterfront Festival in June.
